
Low over bay turns into a deep depression
A low formed over the south-eastern and its adjacent south-western Bay of Bengal intensified into a deep depression Wednesday night. It was likely to intensify further into a cyclonic storm, sources at met office.  According to the “The tropical Storm Risk-TSR” webpage it is noticed that a tropical storm is  formed and now it is located at 13°03´N Latitude and 86°07´ East Longitude (Bangladesh is located in between Lat. 20°34´-26°38´ N and Long. 88°01´ E-92°41´ E). It is about 828.89 km still far from Bangladesh (counting source: http://www.zipcodeworld.com/docs/distance.pdf) and the wind pressure is in between 39-73mph. Yesterday it was 12°05´ N Latitude and 88°0´ E Longitude. It is gradually coming to Bangladesh (as shown in the map). The TSR predicts that tomorrow it will be reached at 14°09´ N Latitude and 85°07´ E at 3:29 GMT.

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It was moving towards the north and north-westerly direction intensifying into a deep depression at 9pm Wednesday. The centre of the depression was 1035km south-west of the Chittagong port, 960km south-west of the Cox’s Bazar port and 955km south-west of the Mongla port at 9pm.The maximum speed of wind within the 48km radius of the depression was rising up to 50-60km per hour, turning the north bay into stormy. 
The maritime ports of Chittagong, Cox’s Bazar and Mongla have been advised to hoist the distance cautionary signal number one.  All the fishing boats and trawlers on the north-bay were asked to move towards the coast and negotiate the sea with caution until further order. The depression was likely to move towards the coasts of India and Bangladesh unless it changes the direction.
In that case, it may curve north-east wards on its move towards the Akyab coast of Myanmar, the met sources said. Normally the depression in this season move towards the Myanmar coast, they added.  
Meanwhile, a mild heat wave was persisting over the Khulna division and the regions of Rajshahi, Ishwardi, Dhaka, Faridpur, Madaripur, Feni and Khepupara.  The heat and sultry weather may persist for a couple of days until the depression on the bay clears off. The sultry weather coupled with one-hour load-shedding of power at every alternate hour made the city life miserable. 
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
